The Mission, the touching story of a motherless Haitian girl’ s search for her non-existent father is, in
truth, alittle classic of the spirit.

The story isdelicacy and simplicity well-met with innocence; but it is also the most beautiful of
allegories as six-year-old Y olande St. Juste fades and becomes Everyman treading the road of life as best
she can, distracted only by goodness from the quest of beauty.

With subtle homelinessrarely equaled since Steinbeck’ s The Pearl, Hugh B. Cave mesmerizesthe
reader with auniversality which could be reflected only in the guileless eye of ahumble child.
